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This paper explores the kind of information that new data and bio-veillance technologies are pro-
ducing. With reference to the work of artist Catherine Richards, it argues that digital theory and 
art needs to question the way that knowledge is produced in the data-sphere, rather than focus on 
how bodies are situated in virtual environments, or what is the status of telepresent agency and 
digital being.
